Late arrivals will be signed on after 9.30am and briefed afterwards – you will miss your first session if you are late.

Directions

Mallory Park is situated in the village of Kirkby Mallory, just off the A47, between Leicester and Hinckley. There is easy access by road and all major cities are in reach. 

Look for the brown tourism road signs, including those, which bring you, direct from junction 21 of the M1. 

Indemnity Forms

Please find enclosed our indemnity form. Please fill in your name and address on the form, bring it with you to Club House to register, where you can then sign and date the form. This will help speed up the process of registration. All riders must sign the forms before being allowed onto the circuit.  So that we can keep you up-to-date with all the latest deals and offers, including additional dates, please make sure that you fill in your EMAIL ADDRESS – can you really afford not to?

Driving Licence

You must bring both parts of your full current (unrestricted) UK driving licence issued by the DVLA with you and present it at registration. You will not be allowed onto the circuit without one. If using an ACU licence then you must be at least 18 years old. An MSA licence will not be accepted. RESTRICTED LICENSES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.
Alcohol

Anybody found or perceived to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs will not be allowed onto the circuit.

Focused Events carry breathalyser kits, if upon request you will be expected to give a breath sample.  If you choose to decline you will be excluded from the day with no refund.  If you fail a breath test you will be excluded 

from the day with no refund.  If you are found consuming alcohol during the day you will be excluded from the day with no refund. Breath tests cost £6 – which you will be charged for.
Clothing

All riders must wear at all times whilst on the circuit: full set of leathers or a suitable two piece leather suit which is secured by a zip that is 360 degrees or more, as well as suitable gloves, boots and a ACU Gold standard helmet. Titanium knee sliders and toe sliders are prohibited we recommend the use of a back protector.

Hire Bikes

YOU ARE ABLE TO HIRE A BIKE THROUGH OURSELVES FOR THIS DAY. WE ARE NO LONGER ALLOWING THE USE OF HIRE BIKES FROM OTHER COMPANIES ON OUR DAYS FOR SAFETY AND INSURANCE REASONS.

Bikes & Noise Limit

There is a noise limit a set by Mallory Park on this day, which will mean that everyone taking part will have to ensure that his or her bike is below the 105Db limit. If in any doubt please ensure that you bring with you your road silencers. There will be a mechanic on hand all day to assist you. Race cans may not conform to this limit. All bikes should be mechanically sound and in suitable condition to be ridden on the circuit. For safety reasons please remove mirrors or tape them up.

Incidents

If you crash your motorcycle, it may be necessary to stop the session. This causes unnecessary loss of track time to you and your colleagues, so please take care and ensure that your motorcycle is driven to the conditions and your ability and not beyond. If an incident happens just before you or to a friend, DO NOT STOP, the marshal’s will deal with it accordingly.

Flags

Please obey the flags at all times as this is our only form of communication with you whilst on the circuit:

RED 

Danger
Session is stopped, slow down immediately and proceed with caution


to the pits (if there is still time in your session you may get out again)

YELLOW
Caution
Slow down, either there may be danger ahead or your speed is too fast

CHEQUERED
Session Ends
Complete the lap and return to the pit area

If you see any of these three flags there is STRICTLY NO OVER TAKING.

General Rules

· Pit Lane - Please drive slowly (no riding the wrong way). 

· When joining the circuit do so carefully with a life saver

· Brake and change gear in a straight line

· Before each corner slow down sufficiently to a speed that enables you to accelerate progressively through the corner

· Remember; If you crash valuable time is lost from your session

· If you feel tired; Stop, 20 minutes is a long time on track

· If you feel your group is too fast or too slow, speak to us, we will change your group. It is very important in the view of everyone’s safety that you ride with people of a similar standard. We constantly monitor groups so we may ask you to move if we feel that you are in the wrong group

· If you see any dangerous riding, PLEASE LET US KNOW

· Anybody found or perceived to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs will not be allowed onto the circuit
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No wheelies or burnouts are allowed at anytime, on or off track. People who ignore these rules will be asked to leave.

Focused Events and the circuit reserve the right to take off the circuit, anyone who is not complying with instructions or who may be causing danger to himself/herself or to others.
